Orientation

Dream Internship - Australia will hold an internship orientation, covering workplace practices in
Australia, visa requirements, workplace skills, appropriate dress and behaviour for the internship,
and the internship process. A handbook will be emailed to each student prior to arrival/orientation

and is expected to be read and brought to this orientation session.

Resume and cover letter workshop

Placement

Placements will be project-based. Most industries can be accommodated however please note that
placements of a medical nature, eg. in hospitals, are often not possible.

Monitoring
